Drop Off and Pick-Up Car Line Safety Rules
The safety of our students at Meadow Brook is top priority.  As adults we are examples for the children.   We appreciate your support and cooperation in the following school safety rules.
Please have your child’s last name clearly printed on a sign and visible in the front window so that both the Safety Patrol members and staff can read and get your child to the correct vehicle.
Morning Drop Off (8:40-8:55 am)
All students that are dropped off, regardless of their grade level, are to be dropped off at the front entrance.   Do not drop students off at any other doors for safety purposes.
If driving north on Castlebar, please do not make a left hand turn in to the front entrance drive or make a U-turn on Castlebar.  Please take the time to circle the block by turning right on Munster, left on Longford, left on Ulster and left onto Castlebar (see map attached).  
Do not drop your child off at the corner of Castlebar and the front entrance drive.  See map for drop off zone.  This creates a buildup of cars which compromises the safety and efficiency of the drop off lane!  Be an example of patience to our school community by using the proper procedures.
Please allow your child to exit the car only when your vehicle is safely along the drop off lane sidewalk where a Safety Patrol student or volunteer parent can assist them out of the car.  Students should never run along this sidewalk into the front door.
Please keep vehicles in a single line during drop off and pick up.  Move ahead gradually as the vehicles in front of you do until you can exit the area.  Do not cross between the barrels as this is not safe.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Kindergarten through third grade, line up inside the front lobby. Fourth and Fifth grades walk along the sidewalk to the gym doors where they line up inside with staff supervision.  Please do not drop Fourth and Fifth grade students by the gym door.  This creates a traffic jam in the parking lot.
Please watch your speed limit in the neighborhoods surrounding Meadow Brook.  The legal limit is 25 mph.  Please also watch your speed in the school parking lot.
Do not drop students off in the middle of the parking lot.  This is extremely dangerous.
Afternoon Pick-Up (3:56-4:05 pm)
The pick-up lane is designed to be a safe and efficient system for parents and caregivers to pick up their students(s).  For that reason, the Safety Patrol and staff at Meadow Brook are asking all parents and caregivers to use the pick-up lane.  The last student must be picked up by 4:05 pm.  This area is supervised by staff and Safety Patrol students.
Unless taking the bus, students should not be exiting the doors at the bus loop.  Also, parents should not be picking up their children on Castlebar near the bus loop drive.  Please be a model of patience and pick your child up in the pick-up lane at the front entrance of the building.
Parents and caregivers that choose to exit their car to pick up their student(s) are asked to park only in the west parking lot and walk to the east exit to pick up their child.  This is for several reasons: cars have been parking too close to the stop signs at the corner of Castlebar and Munster.
There are no sidewalks around Meadow Brook, so when cars park along Castlebar and Munster they inhibit the safety of the students that are walking home from school and this is extremely dangerous.  If you don’t think a child can be hit by a car so close to school, think again!  It happened several years ago right in front of Meadow Brook.
Cars parked on Castlebar and Munster decrease the road lane size, which creates a hazard for school buses trying to get through these streets.  We do not want students having to walk in between vehicles.
As adults we all know that the bad habits are sometimes hard to break.  Please, for the safety of all the students at Meadow Brook, follow these guidelines for safe and efficient arrival and departure.  We want every child to be safe and we appreciate your support to do this.
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
